This non-standard symbol has been used to denote the 
presence of a seat.

The black cross man-made object symbol can denote either 
play equipment or a very large table.

Private property out-of-bounds areas have been marked in 
magenta as opposed to olive green.

Terrain: School grounds, housing estates, some parkland and forest.
The forest areas generally have good path networks, however there are many 
areas of brambles.
Note that one area of woodland has a very deep sunken lane and the brown 
"comb" symbol has been enlarged to emphasis this.
Many open areas and footpaths are wet and muddy.

Start: Collect eTag from the event centre & go.  Start will be near the front of the 
school.  Touch free EMIT will be used on all courses.  Everyone must report to 
Download in the hall afterwards. 

Clothing: All competitors must wear hi-viz tops and have sufficient lights to complete their
course.  Whistles should be carried.  Footwear recommended studded cross 
trainers.

Bio-
security:

Please come to the event with clean and dry shoes and clothing. After your run 
please follow the guidance that helps protect our precious environment:

Before leaving the event check your clothing and equipment and remove any 
mud, soil or leaf litter.
Once home thoroughly clean your footwear and clothing and then leave it to 
dry for as long as possible. 

Safety: All competitors must wear hi-viz tops and have sufficient lights to complete their
course.  Please take care when crossing any road particularly on the busy roads 
which are marked on the map in a darker colour.  All juniors under 16 must be 
accompanied by an adult.
